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Before inflating your shelter, start
by pegging each corner so that all
webbing straps are taught and the
shelter sits square.

Ensure your air tubes are inflated
to the correct pressure by pumping
slowly so you can read the pressure
on the gauge.

If you experience loss in air
pressure, check the valve is firmly
screwed in, is not cross-threaded
and the valve cap is tight. Also
make sure the valve flap is not
obstructed.

Do not over tension guy ropes the
guy ropes should be taught but
shouldn’t pull your shelter out of
shape.
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Ensure to always place the
protection cap back on the pump
shaft. This will protect your tent
fabric from damage when rolling
to pack away.

Gently push the brow poles
through the sleeve to ensure the
segments don't come apart.

Before deflating, re-connect the
guide straps to the air tubes to
make the next set-up easier.

Always dry your shelter before
storing away. Mould can start to
form within days if left wet in the
bag.
